 A denied prospective marriage relationship is the event I choose, to illustrate positive and negative outcomes of General Adaptive Syndrome (stress). This happens to teenagers and single adults. Occasionally we hear about a school shooting of classmates, or a homeless victim who was murdered for denying sex to someone. We hear in the news occasionally about a teenage boy who shoots the parents of a girl friend. 

Ideally divorce or old age should be the only events denying sex, if marriage is the only relationship where sex occurs. But it becomes a serious premarital event when a teenager’s prerogative to win a future mate (marriage potential) is denied. Some attempts fail, creating alarm (hurt feelings) that may or may not have effects on future relationships. A proper adaptation would probably be to realize there are other fish in the sea, so to speak. From a positive aspect, exhaustion might end up in giving up for a different girl, or going to rent a movie (if it is a good one). 

At 17 I was alarmed by a girl who insisted on being my dance partner. Developing a permanent relationship was my attempt at adaptation. Denial resulted from my persistence to adapt. Winning the girl seemed to be the answer. Freedoms were jeopardized by a mandated shrink. In my case the shrink agreed with my intentions of winning the girl, and told me I was normal, and that I should continue to correspond from a distance. The denial continued and I adapted with strenuous exercise, which seemed to take my mind off the denial for brief moments. Some revert to alcohol or drugs. Like many athletes, Hodgkin’s developed from over stressing the cells in the body (or from a combination of stress and being around Brio, in Texas).

After 4 years of failed attempts at a commitment with her, I was exhausted. I began MOPP and irradiation therapy to recover. I discovered a new foe – the ecstasy of death. The torture of the treatments took my mind off the denial bigger than anything I had experienced. I was so exhausted that death seemed appealing. I decided that the harder more responsible thing to do was to live. My diagnosis was only 2B, but the schedule was to irradiate for stage 4. As an adult, I refused the irradiation after completing stage 3 treatments in hopes of having kids. 

I have been through two divorces, serious injury and illness, and the death of a parent; but this event was more stressful and life changing. I cope by understanding that vengeance is not mine. I figure that if God can be denied unpardonable, then who am I to be an exception of being denied also. I look to the resurrection to restore my body, and to be vindicated of my denied prerogative.

Some consider the denied prerogative, of the young man’s right to decide whom to marry, as a prerequisite to growing up (well adjusted). I consider denying it to be disobedience (mal adjustment). This helps me cope and maintain my physical homeostasis.
